EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Honourable Chief Minister Sindh was invited by Mr. Gan Lin, Vice Governor of Sichuan
Provincial People’s Government to participate in 14™ Western China International Fair
Organizing Committee (WCIF). WCIF is a state-level international exposition jointly sponsored
by China’s 16 ministries/commissions such as National Development and Reform Commission
and Ministry of Commerce, 12 provinces (autonomous regions, municipality) and Xinjiang
Production and Construction Corps in western China and organized by Sichuan Provincial
People’s Government. It is an important platform in western China for investment promotion,

trade cooperation and diplomatic services.

China has always contributed towards economic development of Pakistan. Keeping in view the
importance of the event of 14™ WCIF, the Chief Minister Sindh took a decision to attend the
event and to have back to back meetings with the leading state owned and private companies
dealing with the Energy/power and Agriculture sectors. The Government of Sindh believes that
increase interaction with China will further strengthen the bond of relationship established over

years between two countries.

The delegation was headed by Honourable Syed Qaim Ali Shah, Chief Minister Sindh and
accompanied by Government of Sindh Officials and private businessmen to participate in the
14™ Western China International Fair and to seek Chinese investment in development of Thar
Coal mining and coal based power generation, development of Wind Corridor and technical

assistance in modernizing agriculture.

The Chief Minister Sindh Syed Qaim Ali Shah participated in the Western China International
Cooperation Forum alongwith the Governor Generals of Canada and Australia, Presidents of
Macedonia and Belarus, Prime Ministers of Tanzania and Mongolia and ex-Premier of France.
The Chief Minister also visited the Pakistan pavilion at the Western China International Fair

where some 70 enterprises from Pakistan showcased local exportable products.



During visit, a number of meetings were scheduled with the leading companies and investors
related to mining, coal based power generation, wind and hydel power generation, Agriculture,
diary & livestock besides successful interactions were made with Chinese counterparts on G2G,
G2B and B2B levels. The Chief Minister also visited the Hi-tech Industrial Zone in Chengdu
which ranks 5™ among the 53 national hi-tech zones in China in terms of comprehensive

strength.



MEETINGS

Following were the meetings held with Chinese counterparts and leading state owned companies

and private investors:

Meeting with Mr. Li Jiaguo, Deputy Secretary General

Mr. Li Jioguo, Deputy Secretary General hosted a lunch in the honor of the delegation from
Sindh and discussed a number of issues related to investment beneficial for the both provinces.
He highlighted the development done by the Sichuan province and its growing indicators of
economy. He showed interest in the investment in the province of Sindh keeping in view the
natural destination for investment in the energy sector in Pakistan. The Chief Minister unleashed
the opportunities and incentives offers by Sindh province particularly in the shape of Special
Economic Zones (SEZs) which provides opportunity to the investors avail tax exemptions for
the import of equipments and machinery related to power generation and maximum rate of return
as well as 20% IRR. The Chief Minister Sindh invited Mr. Li Jiaguo, Deputy Secretary General

to visit Sindh province.

Mr. Li Jiaguo informed that Sichuan province has a strong economy with a GDP of USD 383 bn.
He informed that Sichuan province has robust agriculture & water Management, strong mining
technology coupled with high tech industry in Chengdu. He assured all possible support to the

provincial government for collaboration in these areas.

Meeting with Governor of Sichuan Province Mr. Wei Hong

The Chief Minister met the Sichuan Province Governor Mr. Wei Hong. He thanked the Chief
Minister for sending out relief goods during the earth quake hit Chengdu in 2008 and informed
that Sichuan province can collaborate with the Sindh province in the areas of Mining, agriculture

and water management.

The Governor of Sichuan Province accepted request of the CM, Sindh to visit Sindh and to
cooperate in Thar Coal Mining, coal, wind based power generation and establishment of

Industrial Zone in Sindh by Sichuan Province.



The Governor informed the delegation that Western China International Fair has emerged as the
most important event to showcase Western China to the world and is participated by 72 countries

and regions and 28 domestic provinces.

Meeting with Sichuan Textile Import & Export Corporation

The Chief Minister visited the state owned Sichuan Textile Import Export Corp. where he invited
Chinese Textile Companies to set up textile units in case of relocation to the Textile City being
developed in the Port Industrial Area. The Chief Minister invited them to visit Karachi which
is @ major hub of textile units and assured them maximum support for boosting trade ties
and find out avenues for mutual cooperation between Sichuan Textile Import & Export
Corp and APTMA of Sindh, Pakistan.



Meeting with Changhong Electric Co., New Hope Dairy and Biomass Institute of Ministry
of Agriculture

The Changhong Electric Co., New Hope Dairy and Biomass Institute of Ministry of Agriculture
Sichuan province called on the Chief Minister Sindh. The Chief Minister invited the Business
Houses to explore investment opportunities that the province offers and undertake investment in
Sindh.

M/S Changhong informed that they already have an assembly unit in Pakistan and are
considering to expand their product and would positively consider Sindh as a destination

for their expansion Project.

The Chief Minister informed BIOMA that Sindh Province has great potential for developing
biogas based energy which is a cost effective solution for providing electricity in the rural areas.
